Good afternoon! | wanted to give you an update on funding for your Confucius Classroom. As you
may know, UTD has closed its Confucius Institute so that they can continue to receive funding from
the Department of Defense to run their Chinese language program. Up to this point, UTD had been
dispersing the Confucius Classrooms funds from Confucius Institute (Hanban) in China and had
supported the North TX Chinese education community with cultural events, competitions, and so on.
International Leadership Texas has many Confucius Classrooms, so they took initiative and began to
work with Hanban to fill the gap left by UTD. Eddie Conger, Superintendent of [LTexas, explained to
us that they have a separate entity called ILTexas Global and have set up a Confucius Classroom
Coordination Office, and they have now finalized the process of becoming established as the
intermediary between Hanban and the designated Confucius Classrooms in our area so that we can
receive the promised funds. | had Hector Coronilla look over the agreements, and he did not see any
reason not to sign. Mr. Chapman gave me the green light to share the agreements with you for your
signature. If you haven’t mastered Chinese just yet, look at the second half of the document to find
