ENGAGEMENT. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Client agrees to engage Speaker through WWSG, for the speech, presentation, performance or appearance 
at the Event specified in this Agreement (the “Engagement”).  Speaker will deliver the Engagement for the specified duration and at the date, time and venue stated in this 
Agreement.

i. CHARTERED PRIVATE JET:  The Customer shall provide the Speaker and traveling party with chartered private, round-
trip jet transportation between commercial air travel arrival city (or other city with Customer approval), and the city
in which the appearance is to occur.

WWSG will arrange, in consultation with the Customer, the charter of the aircraft which accommodates all members
of the traveling party including the security detail.  WWSG reserves the right to change the flight plans at any time.

ii. DONATED PRIVATE JET:  If the Customer would like to use a donated private plane (WWSG and Speaker’s security
reserve the right to accept or decline a donated chartered plane) the Customer agrees to provide a certificate of
aircraft liability insurance showing minimum limits of $200 million per occurrence, including passenger liability, and
the following must be listed as additional insured’s:  Worldwide Speakers Group.  The certificate must also provide
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a waiver of subrogation wording in favor of all the aforementioned additional insureds with respect to damage to 
the aircraft hull. The certificate must also state that the charter company's policy is primary and non-contributory 
by any other insurance maintained by the additional insureds 

4. GROUND TRANSPORTATION

a. Out of Town Engagements - The Speaker’s ground transportation will be provided by his security detail.  The Customer
shall pay for ground transportation in the originating city and the event city for the Speaker’s traveling party, to be
arranged exclusively by WWSG. All ground transportation must be approved by the Speaker’s security detail.

All hotels/lodging must be approved by WWSG and the Speaker’s security detail.  Customer agrees to provide the Speaker with
accommodations of a pre-registered  (number of rooms to be determined by WWSG on an
event-by-event basis) in a deluxe hotel as approved by WWSG and the Speaker’s security detail.  In addition to room and tax
charges, Customer agrees to pay for all meals and incidentals (incidentals include but are not limited to phone, fax, and computer
services at the hotel). All hotel charges by the Speaker and his party during their stay in the event city are to be master billed to
WWSG and these will be invoiced to the Customer after the event.

For security purposes, all hotel accommodations are to be registered 
  Customer agrees to work with WWSG and the Speaker’s security detail 

Customer may be asked to arrange rooms for the Speaker’s detail.  
  Customer will not be responsible for covering any expenses related to the Security

detail.  WWSG will provide room requirements to the Customer.

If an overnight stay is not required, please reserve one holding suite and two single rooms with the same restrictions noted above.

7. EVENT SPONSORS
All event sponsors must be agreed to at the firm invitation stage. Speaker, in conjunction with WWSG, retains final approval of
any/all event sponsors.

8. ADVERTISING & PROMOTIONAL MATERIALS
All advertisements and publicity shall be submitted in English whether for print, broadcast, on-line or otherwise, and shall be
subject to the immediate review and written approval by WWSG. When submitting copy for approval, please include medium and
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audience (e.g. daily newspaper or web site with general viewing). Please allow at least five (5) business days for turnaround time 
on all subject matter for review and approval. A final/actual copy, once approved, of all advertisements, publicity, and printed 
materials for the engagement (whether for print, broadcast or otherwise) must be provided to WWSG.  Speaker’s name should 
be listed in print as directed by WWSG. 

9. POST EVENT COMMUNICATION
All post event communication and promotion regarding the Speaker (whether for print, broadcast, on-line or otherwise) shall be
subject to the immediate review and written approval by WWSG. This includes, but is not limited to, the use or likeness of the
Speaker's image, remarks and intellectual property.

10. PRESS & MEDIA COVERAGE
Unless agreed to in this Agreement, the Customer shall not permit any media coverage of the engagement or any additional
appearances of the Speaker.  If press of any nature is agreed to in this Agreement (including, but not limited to, coverage by trade
press of the Customer's industry), Speaker and WWSG have final approval over any plans related to this coverage, including, but
not limited to, creation of press pens, availability of "mult" boxes, rights to live broadcast coverage, etc.  Additionally, the
Customer will provide staff to stay with any attending media throughout their time in the venue.

Unless agreed to in this Agreement, Speaker will not participate in any pre- or post- media activities regarding this event.

11. AUTOGRAPHS
Unless agreed to at the firm invitation stage, Customer shall not assist in the request for autographs for the Speaker while he is
on-site.

12. RECEPTIONS AND PHOTO OPPORTUNITIES
Speaker’s attendance at receptions must be agreed to at the firm invitation stage.  WWSG, in conjunction with the Speaker’s
security detail, reserves the right to cancel or delay a reception at any time.  A list (name, title, and affiliation) of those attending
the reception must be supplied to WWSG 72 hours in advance of the Speaker’s arrival on-site.

For those receptions with many attendees (100+), rope and stanchions are highly recommended to assist with attendee control
and ensure that all attendees will be able to greet the Speaker during the allotted reception time.

Customer agrees to provide a professional photographer(s) for all photo opportunities, and information (e.g., name, driver's
license number, date of birth, social security number, etc.) about the photographer(s) as requested by the Speaker’s security
detail. Personal cameras, cell phone cameras, and any recording device must be turned off during all functions at which the
Speaker is in attendance. For all photo opportunities, a receiving-line style, as opposed to a snake-line, is most efficient and
ensures that everyone will have an opportunity to have their photo taken. The diagram at the end of this addendum shows the
format to be followed. The room or area for the photos must be set apart from the presentation room and should have sufficient
light. It is requested that the photographer(s) use fixed lighting as opposed to flash bulbs. Rope and stanchions will also help to
expedite the photo op and are highly recommended.

If the agreed upon itinerary for this engagement includes a photo line the Parties agree that the photographer may take up to
two (2) poses of each person or couple participating in the photo line.

Please use the Photo Opportunity Diagram at the end of this document when planning your photo receiving line space.

13. BROADCAST AND/OR RECORDING
Customer and Attendees shall not have the right to broadcast, televise, record, or otherwise reproduce the Speaker’s participation
in the engagement or any part thereof or permit others to do the same. However, Customer shall have the right to take still
photographs (without flash bulbs) of the Speaker for the first three (3) minutes of the presentation for Customer's own records
(and not for public dissemination) as long as WWSG determines that the taking of such photographs is not a distraction to the
Speaker.  With approval by the on-site WWSG representative, the Customer may use such photographs in post-event promotion
(see Section 8 of this addendum).

Prior to the start of the Speaker’s appearance on stage, please plan to announce that all cell phones should be silenced and that
there shall not be any recordings, video or audio, permitted by audience members.
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14. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Primarily, principal participants are those the Customer may single out for the Speaker to
make special note whether they are directly affiliated with the sponsoring event organization or an attendee. Also, please include
the name, title, and contact information for your organization's highest-ranking official(s). Additionally, the Speaker asks for all
biographical information on those that he will be seated with at a meal function and of the person introducing him.

The Speaker reserves the right to participate in private business. For any other event, which is subject to media coverage, the
Customer will be consulted before acceptance. Speaker also reserves the right to visit privately with the host government's Head
of State, Head of Government, the U.S. Embassy, or to accept the invitation of host government to overnight at an official
residence.

18. LIABILITY
Neither the Speaker, nor WWSG shall be liable in whole or in part for any liability incurred by Customer in carrying out the
provisions of this agreement or otherwise.  The disclaimer of liability set forth in the Additional Terms and Conditions shall also
operate as a disclaimer by the Speaker.

HELPFUL HINTS: 

The above diagram is the most effective set-up and allows for everyone to have his or her photo taken with minimum 
disruption. 

Guests should come from the Speaker's RIGHT and depart at the Speakers LEFT. The waiting line should be kept close to 
Speaker's RIGHT, just out of camera sight. Guests should not present the Speaker with any gifts or other materials/objects, 
nor should guests request the Speaker to autograph anything. 

If possible, a table should be set up behind the photographer so guests may leave nametags, drinks, handbags and other 
items.

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VENDOR CONTRACT ADDENDUM 
 
This addendum (“Addendum”) amends and supplements the Engagement Agreement (“Agreement”) between Texas A&M University, a 
member of The Texas A&M University System (“A&M System”) and an agency of the state of Texas (“MEMBER”), Worldwide Speakers 
Group, LLC, a Virginia Limited Liability Corporation, (“PROVIDER”) dated January 21, 2026.  All terms used herein and not otherwise defined 
shall have the same meaning as in the Agreement.  MEMBER and PROVIDER may be individually referred to as “Party” or collectively 
referred to as “Parties.”  Both Parties agree that the Agreement is hereby amended and supplemented as follows: 
 

1. This Addendum is incorporated into the Agreement and in the event of any conflict in the terms of the Agreement and the terms 
of this Addendum, the terms of this Addendum shall in all aspects govern and control.  

2. The following language is removed from the Agreement: 

a. GOVERNING LAWS. This agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth 
of Virginia without regard to any choice of law or conflict of law provisions. Each party consents to the personal 
jurisdiction of the courts of the Commonwealth of Virginia, both state and federal, with respect to any action arising 
out of this Agreement. This Agreement may not be changed and/or modified except by a written request signed by 
each of the parties hereto. 

b. INDEMNIFICATION. Each Party shall indemnify, release, defend and hold harmless the other Party, its directors, officers 
and employees from and against any and all claims, demands, causes of action, losses, damages, liabilities, costs and 
expenses, including without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs arising out of a third Party claim, action or 
proceeding, based directly or indirectly on any breach of its warranties contained herein or arising from or relating to 
its performance under this Agreement. 

c. The Client shall defend, indemnify and hold WWSG and its parents, subsidiaries and affiliates and their respective 
owners, members, managers, directors, officers, employees, agents, successors and assigns from and against any and 
all liabilities, claims, suits, damages, judgements, cost and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees and expenses 
arising out of or related to the offering or operation of the Donated Aircraft by the Client to transport the Speaker (and 
passengers traveling with the Speaker) to/from the Engagement. 

3. The following language is added to the Agreement: 

MISCELLANEOUS CLAUSES 
 
Compliance with Laws.  Each Party shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws, executive orders, rules, and regulations applicable 
to the performance of its obligations under this Agreement. 
 
Entire Agreement.  This Agreement, together with its exhibits and the Vendor Contract Addendum, constitutes the entire and only 
agreement between the Parties relating to the subject matter hereof and supersedes any prior understanding, written or oral agreements 
between the Parties, or “side deals” which are not described in this Agreement. This Agreement may be amended only by a subsequent 
written agreement signed by authorized representatives of both Parties. 
 
Force Majeure.  Neither Party shall be held liable or responsible to the other Party nor be deemed to have defaulted under or breached 
this Agreement for failure or delay in fulfilling or performing any obligation under this Agreement if and to the extent such failure or delay 
is caused by or results from causes beyond the affected Party’s reasonable control, including, but not limited to, acts of God, strikes, riots, 
flood, fire, epidemics, natural disaster, embargoes, war, insurrection, terrorist acts or any other circumstances of like character; provided, 
however, that the affected Party has not caused such force majeure event(s), shall use reasonable commercial efforts to avoid or remove 
such causes of nonperformance, and shall continue performance hereunder with reasonable dispatch whenever such causes are removed. 
Either Party shall provide the other Party with prompt written notice of any delay or failure to perform that occurs by reason of force 
majeure, including describing the force majeure event(s) and the actions taken to minimize the impact of such event(s). 
 
Indemnification.  Subject to the statutory duties of the Texas Attorney General, PROVIDER shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless 
MEMBER, A&M System, and their regents, employees and agents (collectively, the “A&M System Indemnitees”) from and against any third-
party claims, demands, damages, liabilities, expense or loss asserted against A&M System Indemnities (each, a “Claim”) arising out of or 
related to (i) an allegation that any of the Services infringe upon, misappropriate, or otherwise violate the intellectual property rights of a 
third party; (ii) PROVIDER’s breach of any certification, representation, or warranty contained in this Agreement; or (iii) any acts or 
omissions of PROVIDER or its employees or agents pertaining to the activities and obligations under this Agreement, except to the extent 
such Claim arises from an A&M System Indemnitee’s gross negligence or willful misconduct. 
 
No Impediments.  PROVIDER represents and warrants that there are no obligations, commitments, third party rights, or impediments of 
any kind that will limit or prevent PROVIDER’s performance of the Services. 
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Non-Assignment.  PROVIDER shall neither assign its rights nor delegate its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent 
of MEMBER. Any purported assignment in violation of this paragraph will be void. 
 
No Waiver.  The failure of either Party at any time to require performance by the other Party of any provision of this Agreement will in no 
way affect the right to require such performance at any time thereafter nor will the waiver by either Party of a breach of any provision be 
taken or held to be a waiver of any succeeding breach of such provision or as a waiver of the provision itself. 
 
Notices.  Any notice required or permitted under this Agreement must be in writing, and shall be deemed given: (i) three (3) business days 
after it is deposited and post-marked with the United States Postal Service, postage prepaid, certified mail, return receipt requested, (ii) 
the next business day after it is sent by overnight carrier, (iii) on the date sent by email transmission with electronic confirmation of receipt 
by the party being notified, or (iv) on the date of delivery if delivered personally.  MEMBER and PROVIDER can change their respective 
notice address by sending to the other Party a notice of the new address. 
 
Organization.  If PROVIDER is a business entity, PROVIDER warrants, represents, covenants, and agrees that it is duly organized, validly 
existing and in good standing under the laws of the state of its incorporation or organization and is duly authorized and in good standing 
to conduct business in the State of Texas, that it has all necessary power and has received all necessary approvals to execute and deliver 
this Agreement, and the individual executing this Agreement on behalf of PROVIDER has been duly authorized to act for and bind PROVIDER. 
Upon MEMBER’s request, PROVIDER shall promptly deliver to MEMBER (i) a certificate of good standing certified by the appropriate 
governmental officer in its jurisdiction of incorporation or organization; and (ii) a certificate of fact issued by the Texas Secretary of State. 
 
Refund of Deposit/Prepayment. In the event this Agreement is canceled and/or terminated by PROVIDER for reason not attributable to 
MEMBER or if canceled and/or terminated by MEMBER for default of performance by PROVIDER, then within thirty (30) days after 
cancellation and/or termination, PROVIDER will reimburse MEMBER for all advance payments paid by MEMBER to PROVIDER that were (i) 
not earned by PROVIDER prior to cancellation and/or termination, or (ii) for goods or services that the MEMBER did not receive from 
PROVIDER prior to cancellation and/or termination. 
 
Severability.  In case any one or more of the provisions contained in this Agreement shall, for any reason, be held to be invalid, illegal, or 
unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions hereof, and this Agreement 
shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal, and unenforceable provision had never been contained herein. The Parties agree that any 
alterations, additions, or deletions to the provisions of the Agreement that are required by changes in federal or state law or regulations 
are automatically incorporated into the Agreement without written amendment hereto and shall become effective on the date designated 
by such law or by regulation. 
 
Survival.  Any provision of this Agreement that may reasonably be interpreted as being intended by the Parties to survive the termination 
or expiration of this Agreement will survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement. 
 
Termination.  MEMBER may terminate this Agreement for no cause on thirty (30) days’ written notice to PROVIDER. Furthermore, any 
provision automatically renewing or extending the term of this Agreement shall have no effect or be enforceable against MEMBER under 
this Agreement. 
 
U.S. Currency.  All amounts payable hereunder shall be paid in United States dollars.

Use of Name.  Each Party acknowledges that all rights in any trademarks, service marks, slogans, logos, designs, and other similar means 
of distinction associated with that Party (its “Marks”), including all goodwill pertaining to the Marks, are the sole property of that Party. 
Neither Party may use the Marks of the other without the advance written consent of that Party, except that each Party may use the name 
of the other Party in factual statements that, in context, are not misleading. The Parties will mutually agree in advance upon any public 
announcements, or communications to the media regarding this Agreement or the goods or services to be provided pursuant to this 
Agreement. 

STATE AGENCY CLAUSES 
 
Conflict of Interest.  PROVIDER certifies, to the best of their knowledge and belief, that no member of the A&M System’s Board of Regents, 
nor any officer of MEMBER or A&M System, has a direct or indirect financial interest in PROVIDER or in the transaction that is the subject 
of the Agreement. 
 
Delinquent Child Support Obligations.  A child support obligor who is more than 30 days delinquent in paying child support and a business 
entity in which the obligor is a sole proprietor, partner, shareholder, or owner with an ownership interest of at least 25 percent is not 
eligible to receive payments from state funds under an agreement to provide property, materials, or services until all arrearages have been 
paid or the obligor is in compliance with a written repayment agreement or court order as to any existing delinquency.  Under Section 
231.006, Texas Family Code, PROVIDER certifies that it is not ineligible to receive the payments under this Agreement and acknowledges 
that this Agreement may be terminated and payment may be withheld if this certification is inaccurate. 
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Dispute Resolution.  To the extent that Chapter 2260, Texas Government Code is applicable to this Agreement, the dispute resolution 
process provided in Chapter 2260, and the related rules adopted by the Texas Attorney General pursuant to Chapter 2260, shall be used 
by MEMBER and PROVIDER to attempt to resolve any claim for breach of contract made by PROVIDER that cannot be resolved in the 
ordinary course of business.  PROVIDER shall submit written notice of a claim of breach of contract under this Chapter to the Contracts 
Officer of MEMBER, who shall examine PROVIDER’s claim and any counterclaim and negotiate with PROVIDER in an effort to resolve the 
claim. This provision and nothing in this Agreement waives MEMBER’s sovereign immunity to suit or liability, and MEMBER has not waived 
its right to seek redress in the courts. 
 
Executive Order GA-48.  PROVIDER represents and warrants that PROVIDER is not and, if applicable, none of its holding companies or 
subsidiaries are (i) listed in Section 889 of the 2019 National Defense Authorization Act (“NDAA”) regarding telecommunications and 
video surveillance; (ii) listed in Section 1260H of the 2021 NDAA regarding Chinese military companies in the US; (iii) owned by the 
government of a country on the U.S. Department of Commerce's foreign adversaries list under 15 C.F.R. § 791.4 (“15 C.F.R. § 791.4 List”); 
or (iv) controlled by any governing or regulatory body located in a country on the 15 C.F.R. § 791.4 List. PROVIDER acknowledges that a 
false certification is a material breach of contract and is grounds for immediate termination of this Agreement with no further obligation 
on the part of MEMBER or the A&M System. If this Agreement is terminated due to a false certification, PROVIDER will immediately 
reimburse MEMBER for all prepaid costs. 
 
Export Control. Each Party shall comply with U.S. export control regulations. If either Party desires to disclose to the other Party any 
information, technology, or data that is identified on any U.S. export control list, the disclosing Party shall advise the other Party at or 
before the time of intended disclosure and may not provide export-controlled information to the other Party without the written consent 
of the other Party. PROVIDER certifies that none of its personnel participating in the activities under this Agreement is a “restricted party” 
as listed on the Denied Persons List, Entity List, and Unverified List (U.S. Department of Commerce), the Debarred Parties Lists (U.S. 
Department of State), the Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons List (U.S. Department of Treasury), or any similar 
governmental lists. 
 
Franchise Tax Certification.  If PROVIDER is a taxable entity subject to the Texas Franchise Tax (Chapter 171, Texas Tax Code), then 
PROVIDER certifies that it is not currently delinquent in the payment of any franchise (margin) taxes or that PROVIDER is exempt from the 
payment of franchise (margin) taxes. 
 
Governing Law and Venue.  The validity of this Agreement and all matters pertaining to this Agreement, including but not limited to, 
matters of performance, nonperformance, breach, remedies, procedures, rights, duties, and interpretation or construction, shall be 
governed and determined by the Constitution and the laws of the State of Texas. Pursuant to Section 85.18(b), Texas Education Code, 
mandatory venue for all legal proceedings against MEMBER is to be in the county in which the principal office of MEMBER’s governing 
officer is located. 
 
HUB Subcontracting Plan. It is the policy of the state of Texas and MEMBER to encourage the use of Historically Underutilized Businesses 
(“HUB”) in our contracts, purchasing transactions and through subcontracting opportunities. The goal of the HUB program is to promote 
equal access and equal opportunity to HUB vendors in MEMBER contracting and purchasing.  PROVIDER has indicated it will not subcontract 
any of its duties or obligations under this Agreement.  If PROVIDER will subcontract any of its duties and obligations under this Agreement, 
PROVIDER will be required to provide prior written notice to MEMBER and make a good faith effort to submit a HUB subcontracting plan 
as required under Section 20.285 of the Texas Administrative Code. 
 
Limitations. As an agency of the state of Texas, there are constitutional and statutory limitations on the authority of MEMBER to enter into 
certain terms and conditions of this Agreement, including, but not limited to, those terms and conditions relating to liens on MEMBER’s 
property; disclaimers and limitations of warranties; disclaimers and limitations of liability for damages; waivers, disclaimers and limitations 
of legal rights, remedies, requirements and processes; limitations of periods to bring legal action; granting control of litigation or settlement 
to another party; liability for acts or omissions of third parties; payment of attorneys’ fees; dispute resolution; indemnities; and 
confidentiality (collectively, the “Limitations”).  Terms and conditions related to the Limitations will not be binding on MEMBER except to 
the extent authorized by the Constitution and the laws of the state of Texas.  Neither the execution of this Agreement by MEMBER nor any 
other conduct, action, or inaction of any representative of MEMBER relating to this Agreement constitutes or is intended to constitute a 
waiver of MEMBER’s or the state’s sovereign immunity. 
 
Payment of Debt or Delinquency to the State.  Pursuant to Sections 2107.008 and 2252.903, Texas Government Code, PROVIDER agrees 
that any payments owing to PROVIDER under this Agreement may be applied directly toward certain debts or delinquencies that PROVIDER 
owes the State of Texas or any agency of the State of Texas regardless of when they arise, until such debts or delinquencies are paid in full.   
 
Prohibition on Contracts with Companies Boycotting Energy Companies.  To the extent that Chapter 2276, Texas Government Code, is 
applicable to this Agreement, PROVIDER certifies that (i) it does not boycott energy companies, and (ii) it will not boycott energy companies 
during the term of this Agreement.  PROVIDER acknowledges this Agreement may be terminated for cause and payment withheld if this 
certification is inaccurate. 
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Prohibition on Contracts with Companies Boycotting Israel.  To the extent that Chapter 2271, Texas Government Code, is applicable to 
this Agreement, PROVIDER certifies that (i) it does not currently boycott Israel, and (ii) it will not boycott Israel during the term of this 
Agreement. PROVIDER acknowledges this Agreement may be terminated for cause and payment withheld if this certification is inaccurate. 

Prohibition on Contracts with Companies Discriminating Against Firearm Entities and Trade Associations.  To the extent that Chapter 
2274, Texas Government Code, is applicable to this Agreement, PROVIDER certifies that (i) it does not have a practice, policy, guidance, or 
directive that discriminates against a firearm entity or firearm trade association, and (ii) it will not discriminate during the term of this 
Agreement against a firearm entity or firearm trade association.  PROVIDER acknowledges this Agreement may be terminated for cause 
and payment withheld if this certification is inaccurate. 

Prohibition on Contracts with Companies Engaging in Business with Certain Countries and Organizations.  PROVIDER certifies that it is 
not engaged in business with Iran, Sudan, or a foreign terrorist organization, as prohibited by Section 2252.152, Texas Government Code. 
PROVIDER acknowledges this Agreement may be terminated for cause immediately if this certification is inaccurate. 

Prompt Pay.  MEMBER’s payment shall be made in accordance with Chapter 2251, Texas Government Code (the “Texas Prompt Payment 
Act”), which shall govern remittance of payment and remedies for late payment and non-payment.  

Public Information.  PROVIDER acknowledges that MEMBER is obligated to strictly comply with the Public Information Act, Chapter 552, 
Texas Government Code, in responding to any request for public information pertaining to this Agreement, as well as any other disclosure 
of information required by applicable Texas law.  Upon MEMBER’s written request, PROVIDER will promptly provide specified contracting 
information exchanged or created under this Agreement for or on behalf of MEMBER to MEMBER in a non-proprietary format acceptable 
to MEMBER that is accessible by the public. PROVIDER acknowledges that MEMBER may be required to post a copy of the fully executed 
Agreement on its Internet website in compliance with Section 2261.253(a)(1), Texas Government Code.  The requirements of Subchapter 
J, Chapter 552, Texas Government Code, may apply to this Agreement and PROVIDER agrees that this Agreement can be terminated if 
PROVIDER knowingly or intentionally fails to comply with a requirement of that subchapter. 

State Auditor’s Office.  PROVIDER understands that acceptance of funds under this Agreement constitutes acceptance of the authority of 
the Texas State Auditor’s Office, or any successor agency (collectively, “Auditor”), to conduct an audit or investigation in connection with 
those funds pursuant to Section 51.9335(c), Texas Education Code. PROVIDER agrees to cooperate with the Auditor in the conduct of the 
audit or investigation, including without limitation, providing all records requested.  PROVIDER will include this provision in all contracts 
with permitted subcontractors. 

Tax Exempt Status.  As an agency of the State of Texas MEMBER is tax exempt. Tax exemption certification will be furnished to PROVIDER 
upon request.
